Westminster Elections

To vote in the UK Parliamentary Elections you must show a form of identification. 
Here is some information about Identification Cards and types of Identification Cards you can bring to your polling station.

You need to bring one of these Identification Cards to the Polling Station
· Passport
· Driving License (including provisional driving license)
· Blue Badge
· A concession card, for example, a disabled person’s bus pass
· Identity Card with PASS mark
· Biometric immigration document 
· Defence identity card 
· National identity card

If you do not have any photo Identification Card you can apply for free voter identification.

Information about your Identification Card
· You must have a photo of you on your Identification Card
· You must have your name on your Identification Card
· You do not have to show an Identification Card that includes your gender
· You might be able to use an expired photo Identification Card if the staff at the polling station can still identify you from the photo
